Activities during the Year:  Developed program for education and regulatory section to highlight key regulatory issues impacting weed management.  
The Endangered Species Act (ESA) has and will result in additional regulation and how crop protection products are used.  CAST prepared a commentary in the fall of 2009 to highlight key points related to the ESA.  At the 2010 annual meeting Bernalyn McGaughey who was chair and co-author of the CAST report is scheduled to provide an overview of the ESA.  Dr. Dan Clark (Fish and Wildlife Services) is scheduled to provide a Hawaii perspective of managing weeds in areas of federally protected species.

In addition, Maximum Residue Levels (MRLs) are also having a major impact on crop protection practices.  Even though a herbicide or other crop protection product is registered for use in the U.S., it does not mean that a grower using that product will be able to export the commodity to another country.  Daniel Fay (Valent U.S.A. Regulatory Affairs) provided a presentation that will be presented at the annual meeting to discuss the basics of MRLs.
