The 62nd annual meeting of the Western Society of Weed Science is to be held in Waikoloa, HI on March 9-11, 2010.  The meeting will be held at the Waikoloa Beach Marriott and anyone interested in weed science issues in the western United States including producers and university, industry, state and federal personnel is welcome to attend.  Participants from any discipline are encouraged to attend the meeting and become involved in the society.
